9. Pedal keyboard disassembly

9-1) Turn off the power and place the unit on its
side carefully.

9-2) Remove the protective rail by removing 4
screws ® (4 x 10 bind head screws). (Fig. 12)

9-3) Remove the pedal keyboard unit by removing 5
screws (4 x 20 bind head screws) and dis-
connecting the connector. (Fig. 12)

9-4) Remove the keyboard by removing the screw
© (4 x 10 stepped screw) while holding the
hexagonal nut stationary. (Fig. 13)

*After reinstalling the keyboard, be sure to
apply the screw lock to the hexagonal nut.
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10. EXP pedal (EP-10) removal

Remove the EP-10 fixing screw ® (4 x 14 bind head
screw), pull the EP-10 forward and disconnect the
connector in the holder, then it can be removed. (Fig.
14)
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
